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It is by being captivated by His charming beauty that we look away from all things apart from Him
(Heb. 12:2, 1:3).

(PIease illustrate that what is the difference between what Paul primarily presents to us in the book
of Hebrews and in his other Epistles?)
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The Christian life is a race (1 Cor. 9:24, Heb. 12:1).
(Please illustrate that every saved Christian must run this race to win the prize.)
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We believers in Christ have received His salvation through faith (Phil. 3:14).

(Please illustrate that whether we will receive the Lord's reward in the future depends on how we
run the race.)
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All the victorious saints in the Old Testament were witnesses of faith, but Jesus is the Author of
faith (Heb. 12:2).

(Please illustrate that Jesus is the initiator, originator, source, and cause of faith.)
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In ourselves, we have no faith (2 Pet. 1:1, Rom. 10:17).
(Please illustrate that the more we turn to God and contact Him, the more faith we will have.)
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Faith is a substantiating capacity, like our “sixth sense” (Heb. 11:1).
(Please illustrate that how do we know that through the preaching of the gospel, we have received
this substantiating faculty?)
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Once faith is produced within us, it can never be removed from us (2 Cor. 4:13).

(Please illustrate that even if we want to deny the Lord, we will eventually find that we cannot,
because Christ as faith has been infused into us.)
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"Is" is the divine name of our Triune God (Heb. 11:5-6).

(Please illustrate that our God's name is the verb “is”; He is “I AM WHO | AM,” He is the unique
One.)
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Faith is stopping ourselves and doing nothing (Gal. 2:20).

(Please illustrate that “Faith” is stopping ourselves, doing nothing, and allowing God to be everything
to us.)
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Because of faith, as soon as we touch Christ, everything in Him comes into us (Heb. 4:2).
(Please illustrate that faith brings us into organic union with Christ.)
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We must contact God to receive faith (2 Cor. 4:13, 2 Tim. 2:22).

(Please illustrate that the way to receive such faith is by calling on the Lord, praying to the Lord,
and pray-reading the Lord’s word, to contact the source of this faith.)
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
