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The word “communion” originally means to participate together, to share in common (1 John 1:3).

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Communion is the divine life flowing out from the redeeming God (Rev. 22:1).

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The communion of the divine life has a vertical aspect and a horizontal aspect (1 John 1:6-7).
( Please illustrate that we must maintain both vertical and horizontal aspects of communion to be
spiritually healthy.)
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Divine communion is the reality of living in the Body of Christ (1 John 1:6-7, Acts 2:42).

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Divine communion is God Himself (1 Cor. 1:9, 10:16).

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The vertical and horizontal aspects of divine communion are intimately related (2 Cor. 13:14, Phil.
2:1).

(Please illustrate that when we have genuine communion by exercising our spirit, we will long to
pray and contact the Lord.)
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Seeing the revelation of Christ as our atoning sacrifice (John 1:29).
(Please illustrate that what negative things were dealt with through Christ’s death in the flesh.)
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For us to have communion with God, we must walk in the light, as God is in the light (1 John 1:5,
Rom. 8:23).

( Please illustrate that the more we love the Lord, the more we see how evil we are.)
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What we do out of ourselves, whether good or bad, is sin (Gen. 2:23, Rom. 3:23).
(Please illustrate that what is the reason our love for our children may be in the flesh?)
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Our experience of the sin offering is entirely related to our enjoyment of the Lord Jesus as our
burnt offering (Rom. 7:18).

(Please illustrate that the more we love the Lord and enjoy the Lord, the more we realize how evil
we are.)
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Regarding indwelling sin, we need to be careful and watchful (1 John 1:9).
(Please illustrate that in 1 John 1:1-7, we see a cycle in our spiritual life, formed by what four
crucial matters.)
