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The law of the Spirit of life is the subject of Romans 8 (Rom. 8:2, 6)
(Please illustrate that life is the content and issue of the Spirit, and the Spirit is the ultimate and
consummate manifestation of the Triune God.)
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The major function of the the law of the Spirit of life is to free us completely (Rom. 8:2, 6)
(Please illustrate that the spiritual life revealed in Romans 8 is fourfold.)
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The indwelling Christ causes us to be no more in the flesh (Rom. 8:9-10)
(Please illustrate that we are no longer in the flesh because the Spirit of God dwells in us.)
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The focus of Romans 8 (Rom. 8:9-10)

(Please illustrate that we need to allow the Spirit of the Triune God to make His home in us so that
in our experience we may be in the spirit and not in the flesh.)
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Having the Spirit of Christ, we are of Christ (Rom. 8:9)

(Please illustrate that that we are of Christ refers to the unchangeable source and position rather
than to the changeable condition and experience.)
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Christ is the life-giving Spirit (2 Cor. 3:17, 2 Tim. 4:22)
(PIease illustrate that apart from Christ being the Spirit we cannot enjoy Him.)
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The Spirit of Christ is the Spirit of God who dwells in us that we may be in the spirit (Rom. 8:9-10)
(Please illustrate that what “the Spirit of God” and “the Spirit of Christ” each imply.)
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The Spirit of Christ is the very Christ in us (Rom. 8:10-11)
(Please illustrate that according to the fact, it is Christ; according to experience, it is the Spirit.)
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Our spirit has now become life (Rom. 8:10, 5:18)
(Please illustrate that how our spirit became life.)
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Three of the sections in Romans—justification, sanctification, and glorification (cf. 1 Cor. 1:30)
(Please illustrate that as God deals with us, He always cares for three of His divine attributes—His
righteousness, holiness, and glory.)
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Life is given even to our dying mortal body (Rom. 8:11)
(Please illustrate that what “give life to your mortal bodies” means.)
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God has been processed into Spirit of life (Rom. 8:2, 1 Cor. 15:45, 2 Cor. 3:17)

(Please illustrate that Christ as the indwelling Spirit constantly imparts life to every aspect of our
being.)
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
