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Before Jesus became the Captain, however, He had to be perfected through sufferings (Heb. 2:10).
(Please illustrate that Jesus was already perfect, so why does the Bible say He had to be perfected?)
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The glory into which Christ entered is the reality of God's divine being manifested (Heb. 2:10-11).
(Please illustrate that what is the glory into which Christ entered?)
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When the Captain of our salvation comes into us, glory also comes with Him (Col. 1:27).
(Please illustrate that we may not feel it much, but Christ has indeed come into us.)
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Hardships can help us enter into glory (2 Cor. 4:17).

(Please illustrate that what three comparisons Paul made between the eternal weighty glory and
these momentary slight affliction.)
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Sanctification is the presiding line that accomplishes the divine economy (1 Thes. 5:23).
(Please illustrate that why is sanctification called the presiding line of the divine economy?)
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Divine sanctification, from beginning to end, is entirely the delicate work of the consummated Spirit
of Christ (Heb. 13:12, 1 Thes. 5:23).

(PIease illustrate that after God created man, man fell, and then how the Spirit God came to sanctify
man.)
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When we turn to our spirit and exercise our spirit, we enter within the veil (Heb. 6:19-20, 13:13).
(Please illustrate that the spiritual meaning of “entering within the veil” and “going forth outside
the camp.”)
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Seeing the key to experiencing Christ—our spirit connected to the Holy of Holies (Heb. 6:19-20,
13:13).

(PIease illustrate that the Holy of Holies, God's economy, and even the consummation of God's
economy, are all related to our spirit.)
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The basic principle of idols is self-adornment (1 Cor. 10:6-7, 1 John 5:21).

(Please illustrate that what is the reason the Lord commanded the people in Exodus 33:5-6 not to
have any adornment?)
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Idolatry is Satan usurping what God has given us, thereby spoiling it (1 Cor. 10:6-7).
(PIease illustrate that another principle related to idols is mixture in worship.)
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Moses' tent of meeting was always within the camp because the Lord’s presence was among the
people of Israel (Exo. 33:7).

(Please illustrate that why did Moses later pitch the tent outside the camp, a distance away from
the camp?)
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Moses was not only a friend of God like Abraham, but even more, he was God's companion (Exo.
33:9, 11).

(Please illustrate that the difference between “companion” and “friend.”)
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
