(Please illustrate that without God's life and nature, no one can satisfy the requirements of the
kingdom of the heavens.)
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As Long as One Is a Living Person, Anxiety Is Unavoidable (Matt. 6:25-26)
(Please illustrate from experience that in the divine life and divine nature, there is no anxiety.)
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Learn to Give and Lay Up Treasures in Heaven (Matt. 6:22, 34)

(Please illustrate from experience that today’s world is full of anxiety, but the people of the kingdom
should not be anxious about anything.)
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All Who Grow in Life Are Diligent and Striving (Matt. 6:32, 34)
(Why do both laziness and anxiety delay our growth in life?)
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The Father's Righteousness Is the Righteousness That Comes from Obeying the New Law of the
Kingdom, Which Is Christ Lived Out by the People of the Kingdom (Matt. 6:33; 2 Cor. 5:21)
(Please illustrate that righteousness is God's procedure, God's way, and God's method.)
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Because God Loved the World and at the Same Time Is Righteous, He Sent the Lord Jesus (2 Cor.
5:21)

(Please illustrate that in the Lord Jesus, God manifested His love and also His righteousness.)
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Christ Became Righteousness from God to the Believers (1 Cor. 1:30)

(Please illustrate the two aspects of Christ becoming righteousness from God to the believers.)
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There Are Three Parables in Luke 15 (Phil. 3:9; 1 Cor. 1:30)

(Why would we have to admit that God is unrighteous if Luke 15 only had the part about the
prodigal son?)
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The Diadem Symbolizes Glory and Is Given as a Reward to the Overcomers Who Run the Race,
Apart from the Lord's Salvation (2 Tim. 4:8; 1 Cor. 9:25)
(What is meant by “the diadem of righteousness."”)
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Paul Was Confident That the Lord Would Save Him into His Heavenly Kingdom (2 Tim. 4:8)

(Please illustrate that the heavenly kingdom is a reward for the overcoming saints, equivalent to the
diadem of righteousness in 2 Timothy 4.8, serving as an encouragement for believers to run the
heavenly race.)
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
